Home sales in Southeast Kansas have rebounded nicely 
through the first half of 2015, following a modest decline 
last year. Nevertheless, sales activity is still significantly 
below its levels prior to the onset of the financial crisis. 

The inventory of homes available for sale in Southeast 
Kansas has slowly begun to decline over the past year 
and a half. The eight months’ supply at the end of 
August was the smallest inventory in the past five years.
